PLANNING STUDY TIME

Some helpful hints for planning study time:

Use daylight hours. research shows that 60 minutes
of study during the day is the equivalent of 90 minutes
of study at night. Use your hours to work FOR you.

. SURVEY required readings before lectures. skim over the title, headings, summary and

figures before you start reading for detail and do it ALL before class.

Study soon after lecture type courses: retention and understanding are aided by a review
of your lecture notes immediately after class. e.g.; one study showed that students who
wrote a 5-minute review test following a lecture remembered one and a half times as
much material when tested 6 weeks later as students who didn’t review, when they were
tested the very next day.

L/st and do tasks according to priorities: remember Parkinson's Law that "work expands
to fill the time available for its completion." If you allot 2 hours to read 10 pages, it'l
probably take you 2 hours to complete this 30 min. task...plan your time accordingly.

Start long jobs ahead of time: mark on your calendar scheduled time to work on large
projects little by little, this avoids cramming and the resulting poor grades on projects or
poor quality of recollection when tested - & the lament of "If only I had more time...".

Be realistic: don't plan study periods during the week at times that it’s unlikely you’ll
follow through; thus, in the beginning, plan for only 4 or 5 study periods; if you are
successful, then plan for 1 or 2 more study periods the next week, etc., gradually
increase your commitment to study while always maximizing the probability of success.

. Discover how long to study: as a rough starting guide, for every 1 hour in class you

should plan to study for 3 hours outside of class. Then, adjust up or down as necessary
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
